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The House passed the Farm Bill this week
by a vote of 224 to 200 (14 Democrats
supported the bill, 3 Republicans
opposed the bill). The Senate has not yet
produced a Farm Bill and would like to do
so with a more bipartisan group of
supporters. With the schedule narrowing
quickly, it is not yet clear if the Farm Bill
will be able to be passed in the Senate,
conference, and signed into law before
election-year politics take over. 
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#1 KING CHARLES VISITS DC 

The King of the United Kingdom, Charles III, addressed a joint
session of Congress, attended a White House State dinner,
and visited several other places in the United States before
heading to Bermuda. The King spoke about the importance of
both nations being aligned and highlighted the long history of
England and America working together. He discussed topics
that do not fully align with the White House, including the
importance of NATO and the need to support Ukraine.
